Mid-America is colleting -
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Program: State Rep. Dan Hawkins,
Republican majority leader

Rep. Hawkins worked his grandpa’s
dairy farm as a youth, graduated from
Buhler high school and Emporia State
University. He worked for Hormel in
Fremont, NE with Spam products and
then to Wichita with bacon slicing. After
meat processing jobs, he sold health
benefits insurance to employers.

He was first elected in 2013 along with
59 new legislators. Position turnover in
the House is 25-30%. He’s served as
majority leader for 4 years.

Legislative issues are congressional and
state redistricting, along with major
economic incentives to attract a large
employer to Kansas. The $3 billion
general revenue windfall is a one time
event due to additional federal COVID
funds. Leadership intends to set aside $1
billion in a rainy day fund for economic
downturn, $1 billion to fund KPERs to
80% and some targeted tax cuts, e.g.
partial reduction in sales tax on food
items.
